Project Title:

The title of the project must have the following characteristics:

A: Accuracy: The title should reflect the main question of the researcher about the issue in question and should be unambiguous and avoid raising very general issues. At the same time, the use of unfamiliar terms and abbreviations should be avoided. Also, avoid using non-Persian words (in the Persian title) as much as possible.

B: Abbreviation: The shorter the title, the better. (In other words, be obstructive and comprehensive.)

C: Referring to some variables: Depending on the design conditions, it may be necessary to refer to time, place, people, etc. .; For example, in the case of descriptive studies, it is usually necessary to indicate time, place, or both in the title.

* General specifications of the project and information about the project supervisor should be fully stated.

Problem statement:
In writing the statement of the problem, it is necessary to observe the following items: (Mentioning these items should also be accompanied by briefness)

A: First, if the title of the project needs further elaboration or the researcher wants to provide a more complete explanation of some of the words or points raised in the title, she should explain and define the title.

B: In the next step, the researcher should discuss the problem and explain the reason why the subject has become a problem.

C: Mentioning a summary of internal and external studies on the problem (with reference) helps to understand the importance of the issue.

D: At this stage, the researcher should express the importance of his / her proposed subject according to the previous cases and mentioning the reason.


E: In conclusion, it should be stated how the results obtained will be used to solve the problem and what will be the benefits.

Scientific resources and project records:
In this section, briefly about the scientific points related to the subject (including specific disease, specific treatment method ...) and especially a summary of the articles obtained on the subject and the conditions used in these articles and the results obtained from it. To be explained. All the mentioned cases must be specified along with the reference used and its number. When referring to each item, the relevant reference number should be given at the top of the item. A detailed list of these references should be provided at the end of the text. If there is not enough space for this work, the mentioned list should be presented as an attached page at the end of the project ID. 
The order of listing the references is as follows:

  1- Persian articles 
2- Persian books 
3- Foreign articles
 4- Foreign books

A common typographical error in this section is that many respected scholars simply cite the names of references in this section.

General objectives:

The overall goal or goals of the project is usually the researcher or the title of the project. Suffice it to rewrite the title).

Specific objectives:

This section is one of the most important parts of the identity card; Because partial goals express the strategies of researchers to achieve the overall goal. Some more detailed explanations of the overall goal and how to achieve it should be specified by the specific goals. Partial objectives play a very important role in determining the studied variables, statistical analysis of data, and estimation of budget and personnel costs and duration of project implementation. Therefore, in writing this section, the above-mentioned cases should be fully considered; also in this section, strategies for quality control of the project should be installed; that is, the researcher should be sure that he has achieved the goals he mentioned earlier, because The plan is approved based on the objectives stated by the researcher, and therefore to evaluate the plan, the relevant observer should easily understand whether the intended objectives on which the plan was approved have been achieved or not. Writing sub-objectives does not add to the text of the general objectives, or the fact that the text of the general objective is so clear and complete that it does not require the writing of sub-objectives should be avoided.
Hypotheses and questions:
The presentation of scientific hypotheses and research questions is in this section.
Study method:
This section is divided into the following sections based on its components:

Type of study and sample size: In this section, the type of study should be based on : (for example, "experimental studies, group studies, descriptive studies, etc.).


Sampling: In writing this section, the reference population (target population) and its statistical characteristics (such as ratios, mean, standard deviation, etc.), study population (sample population) sample size and how to determine it (for example by mentioning the formula) Calculate the sample size and give a reason for the numbers used in this formula (type of sampling (such as regular random sampling) and the method of sampling in the present plan.
Method and method of data collection: In this section, how to divide the study population into different groups, tools and methods of data collection (such as observation, questionnaire, interview, file reading, etc.) and their validity and how to implement these methods Express in the samples and groups under study. It is necessary to send a sample of raw questionnaires used in the design along with the identity card.

Note: In the case of pilot studies, it should be noted whether the project needs pilot studies (such as pilot study) or not? If so, execution method, sample size and other characteristics (including execution method and how to obtain Results) should be detailed.
Information analysis: This section is dedicated to the statistical analysis of information. First, it is necessary to mention how the information is classified; Then the required statistical parameters (such as relative frequency, mean, ratio, percentage, and…) of a variable must be expressed; then, H0 hypothesis (for analytical studies) and analytical statistics tests (such as t-test) must be specified. If computer software is also used, in addition to the previous cases, the name of the software and its version must be mentioned. Sending a sample of the forms, tables and diagrams used (raw or with hypothetical numbers) is required.
Ethical considerations: Contrary to expectations, reference to ethical principles is not considered in some research projects. It should be briefly mentioned whether the implementation of the present plan is contrary to the principles of medical ethics or not, and if there are any doubts in this regard, what measures will be taken to resolve it (such as obtaining consent)? In order to prove this discrepancy, the following should be briefly mentioned.

Is the research in accordance with the religious beliefs, behaviors and traditions of the society? Has honesty and fidelity been observed in reviewing documents and research topics? Suspicious and invalid sources (scientific-social, etc.) have not been used? Do not use methods that cause physical or mental harm? Has the individual freedom of the participants in the project been observed? Is there a moral problem with prescribing a placebo? Will information about individuals remain confidential? Obviously, for each design, only a few of the above thrusts will be responsive. In addition, if a consent form is prepared, a copy should be sent along with the project ID.

Limitations and Problems: This section briefly describes the bumps and accidental errors that may occur during project implementation (and there is no way to prevent them) and the problems that may occur during project implementation.

Table of variables: Identification of variables forms the basis of study design and analysis of the obtained information; therefore, it is necessary to address them at the beginning of the study method. In this section, the required specifications for each variable should be mentioned separately.
Schedule: performance steps should be separated as much as possible. Other requests (such as executors, schedules, etc.) should be carefully stated.

Note: It is necessary to calculate the costs in accordance with the phases in the project

1-Information about the supervisor and co-workers: It is necessary to complete this table by mentioning the name. Fees must be calculated based on tariffs approved by the Ministry of Health. In this section, the remuneration of one supervisor and judges of the project (4 people) should also be mentioned without mentioning the name.
